3 An Excursion to Ferme du Domaine Quinchien to learn about farm animals (Classrooms 1 and 2 only)

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What:

We’re off to Ferme du Domaine Quinchien, a very popular place for children.  About 20 minutes from Montessori by school bus, Ferme du Domaine Quinchien is a lovely location to visit on an autumn day. Note that we can go rain or shine ( Website www.fermequinchien.com  Facebook https://www.facebook.com/FermeQuinchien/.

The children will be taken on a guided tour with a monitor who will introduce over 20 species of animals (there are close to 100 animals on site).  The children will be able to feed some of the animals; they will then have a fun pony ride and play in the park area. The trip will last for about two hours, including morning snack (we will bring our lunch boxes-please include a drink with your child’s morning snack).  Please be dressed for outdoor activities and play. The mission at Ferme du Domaine Quinchien is to educate children and let them see the importance and well-being that animals can bring to our lives. By learning to respect and treat animals well from a young age it teaches children the importance of showing compassion towards animals and nature that will last a lifetime. Contact with the animals brings a general sense of well-being to everyone and can help people emotionally as well. The animals: ponies, horses, cows, a bull, llamas, pigs, pigeons, emus, chickens, roosters, quails, guinea fowl, ducks, geese, rabbits, a patagonian mara, a deer, donkeys, sheep, goats, mini goats; and lots of babies!   If your child does not usually attend on Tuesdays and you would like him/her to come to Ferme du Domaine Quinchien please check with the office for availability.
