Campers can be dropped off and picked up at any time during
the day.

Registration is on a per day basis, at $60.00 per day and includes a full course hot lunch,
homemade on our premises. Our menu can be adjusted for food allergies where necessary.
Campers bring their own morning and afternoon snack (nut free please due to allergies).

Days may be changed or cancelled without penalty with two weeks’ prior notice. However,
there is no refund for days missed due to illness or any other reason unless the 2-week notice
was given.

The registration fee is $50.00 (non-refundable). Note: this fee does not apply to children
registered at Montessori Pointe Claire for the full year. You need pay it only if your child is
registering just for summer camp. Rélévé 24 Income Tax receipts will be issued for all campers.
If your child is new to Montessori Pointe Claire, you will need to fill in a registration contract
and medical package.
